2011 DE-MD Synod Highlights

Approximately 500 people gathered June 2nd to 4th in Ocean
City, MD for the DE-MD Synod's 24th annual assembly with the
theme: "God's Work. Our Hands. Stewards of God's Good
Creation. " Presentations were given on stewardship from Mark
Allen Powell, Keith Mundy and Marty Stevens from Gettysburg
Seminary. Uplifting worship experiences ranged from a Jazz Vesper to a youth-led
service, and a traditional service that included an ordination. In business, the assembly
voted on a budget reduction, with an increase to mission support to the ELCA from 53 to
53.5%; approved a shift of funds to help support congregations through deployed assis-
tants to the bishop; and increased funds for new/renewing congregational development.
Finally, money and awareness were raised for ELCA World Hunger by collecting canned
goods for the local food bank.

The following resolutions were passed:

e A Resolution on Energy Stewardship

A Resolution for Disability Awareness

A Resolution To Promote and/or add an African Descent Strategy to DE-MD Synod
A Resolution Regarding Consecrations, Commissionings and Ordinations

The Assembly also passed a Memorial to the 2011 ELCA Churchwide Assembly
regarding the Designation of Voting Members at Synod and Churchwide Assemblies.
Other elections included Election for Synod Council positions, Committee on Discipline
and Committee on Consultations.
