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Message From Pastor Kathy  

Dear Friends, 
 

I write this letter to you as the sun sets and darkness lingers in the Middletown 
Valley. I believe that this can be a hard time of year for many who are alone 
and even feeling isolated due to the cold weather and dark nights. After the holidays the 
reality of financial struggles and the burden of difficult relationships often cast a shadow 
that hovers. 
 

The contrast, therefore, is noticeable. The people of God who gather each week to  
worship discover that this is the season of light. Epiphany celebrates the light of the star 
that led the magi to Jesus. This light still shines and makes Christ known to all of us who 
struggle to find our way. For the dispersed people of Israel, Isaiahôs word brings hope. 
Arise, shine; for your light has come, and the glory of the Lord has risen upon you.ò 
Isaiah 60:1. And to the second generation Christians the writer of Johnôs Gospel reminds 
them and all of us that the true light, which enlightens everyone, was coming into the 
world. John 1:9. The light is manifested in the life, death and resurrection of Jesus Christ. 
We know this. We are comforted by it. We find great strength and hope in this promise.  
We do, however, have a difficult time talking about it and sharing it with others. 
 

We are embarking on an all congregational adventure of faith called Unbinding: Listen-
ing with a Purpose. This will be our focus for Lent, listening to our Lord through prayer, 
scripture and one another. We are listening with a purpose and that purpose is on behalf 
of others who do not yet know Godôs amazing love, who have not been told about the 
good news of Jesus Christ. We are listening and in our listening we are growing in our 
own faith. Our 2012 series for Lent is going back to the basics, a renewal of our  
relationship with Christ and a way to rediscover what is absolutely and essentially 
most important for us as a congregation. It is important for you to know that Pastor 
Cris and I are listening, too. We do not come to this with preconceived specific plans for 
our future. The Holy Spirit is at work in each and every one of you and so we listen  
together. 
 

Here is what we are asking each member and participant of our congregation to do: 
 

Sign up for an Unbinding Group and attend the Introduction session. SEE SIGN UP 
ON THE BACK OF THIS NEWSLETTER. If you attend the first meeting and decide it 
is not for you, of course you are free to stop attending. 
Commit to daily prayer and scripture reading using the prayer journal in the book, Un-
binding Your Heart  (to be handed out at the first group session.) Of course there will 
be days that you will miss and so we operate by grace and understanding. 
Know that you have a prayer team at work praying for you and others through this ex-
perience. You may offer prayers by writing them (anonymously, God knows who you 
are) on the prayer cards in the pews and participating in the 24 Hour Prayer Vigil from 
Good Friday through Holy Saturday. 
Attend both worship services on Sundays and Wednesdays to be uplifted by the 
promises of God and the possibilities in faith.

As much as I love to 

talk, and I know all who have met me 

know that talking is my favorite thing to 

do, writing my thoughts down seemed a 

bit overwhelming. My grammar is not the 

best, as my son is always pointing out, 

and those pesky ñyôallsò seem to sneak in 

when I would rather they did not. But I 

went home and I prayed and I thought 

about the wonderful group of people that I 

have been blessed to share this book with. 

This helped me come to the conclusion 

that I could not share with the world what I 

have learned if I could not first start with 

my church family.  

 

Since beginning the study, I find myself 

talking more and more to people at work 

about my church life and the wonderful 

things God is doing at, and through, Zion.

My sister 

and I are now rebuilding a relationship 

that I am treasuring more and more each 

day. I am enjoying my nephews and 

great niece and nephew so much. I will 

never be able to put into words what this 

means to me.  Because of Unbinding the 

Gospel I have also begun to talk to my 

sister about God and church. She has 

questioned her faith and has stated to 

me she was not sure if God even exists. 

My sister has been going through a very 

rough time. She has lost a job of 15 

years, her children have experienced    

illness and her son has recently seen his 

marriage dissolve. Through each one, I 

would tell her to hold on and that I would 

pray for them. Our church prayed for her 

son. I recently received an email from 

her saying óI prayed today, I hope that is 

okay.ô My heart soared. I said of course it 

was okay. It was more than okay. I know 

all Heaven smiled when the prayer was 

heard and God was welcoming back   

another one of his children. I hope that I 

can continue to help her find her way 

back and because of Unbinding the  

Gospel, I feel I have been given the tools 

to try. 
 

I am blessed to be a part of Unbinding 

the Gospel. I am blessed to be sharing it 

with a wonderful group of people led by 

Ginger Trautman, and most of all I am 

blessed by all of you at Zion who have 

welcomed me into your family. I hope 

that I can convey my love of God and 

church to others as successfully as you 

have shown it to me.
