the will of God in Christ Jesus for you. (1Thessalonians 5:16-18) 
 
These instructions from Paul are pretty clear. Rejoice, pray, give thanks. Itôs not just 
pray, however. We are told to ñpray without ceasingò. I suspect thatôs a challenge for 
many of us. Prayer is not something we always try to do in an active way. Personally I 
struggle with structured, deliberate prayer time. Itôs not too difficult to have those quick 
conversations with God ï my personal favorite prayer is ñDear God, help! Amen.ò Itôs 
short, to the point and often exactly what I need. But much like any other part of a life 
of faith, simplicity and brevity isnôt the only answer. Iôve begun to recognize that the 
simplicity and honesty of this type of prayer isnôt enough. God wants more than just 
the short prayer asking for help, saying thanks, or offering praise. God wants us to 
ñpray without ceasing.ò  
 
Thereôs a danger of generalizing prayer to mean just about anything we do. Itôs true 
that much our life is an offering to God, but the instruction given by Paul doesnôt mean 
we simply live our whole life as if it was a prayer (although thatôs a good way to look at 
it too). I think Paul was referring to the specific discipline of talking to God regularly, 
often, and with purpose. A rich prayer life shares the good, bad, and the ugly with 
God. Prayers of confession might lead to prayers of intercession (prayer for others) to 
prayers of thanksgiving. 
 
Itôs all about conversation ï God wants us to be in conversation.  
 
If youôre reading this and thinking, ñIt sounds good, but I just donôt know how to do it.ò 
You are in luck! Our Lenten journey this year is all about prayer. Weôll focus on the 
Lordôs Prayer for our Wednesday evening gatherings (see page 3). As youôre thinking 
about a Lenten discipline, consider joining me in a commitment to a more deliberate 
prayer life ï setting aside a specific time each day for prayer. 
 
Praying doesnôt have to be hard. It doesnôt have to use fancy ñchurchò words. Praying 
ñwithout ceasingò is a way to think about our life with God. Give it a try this season of 
Lent. I think youôll find it wonôt end on Easter morning and youôll feel a stronger con-
nection to God. Maybe, just maybe youôll experience the other half of a healthy prayer 
life ï youôll hear God guiding you as you pray.
